Preïassessmenthelped

understandchildrenôsknowledgeabout different

typesof relationshipsfollowed by a brainstorming

session. Childrenexploredtheir first LOI - by first

making their relationshiptree. They sortedtheir

relationshipsusingthe doughnutthinking routine.

They further inquired about ways to build their

relationships and to make new friends. They

becameawareof the importanceof relationships

in their life andhow theyfeel Childrendeveloped

their communication skills by sharing their

thoughts during discussionsand brainstorming

sessions, through drawings and through

presentations. They made new friends thus

developing social

They learntnew vocabularybasedon

the topic. The studentswere excited to do

hands-on activity to understandthe what, why

and how of learning. They brought various

food items, wrappersand picturesfrom home

and showcasedtheir thinking skills by putting

them under the correct Food groups -

Carbohydrates, Proteins, Fats, Vitamins,

Minerals. Further, they inquired about the

consequencesof choicesmadeandfactorsthat

leadto goodhealth by delvingdeeperinto the

conceptuallensof ñCausationò. For anin-depth

understandingof the conceptpossession,they

madeconnectionswith real time and reflected

on their daily routines and daily meals to

understandthe differencebetweenactive and

passive lifestyle. They investigatedthe food

pyramid and became knowledgeable about

balanceddiet.

Grade 5- Children engagedin a discussionon a

passagebasedon the harmful effectsof plastic

followed by a mind map. Children wrote their

understanding about why we should use less

plastic . For picture comprehension, prior

knowledgewas checkedand children wrote the

difference between picture and story

composition.

Nursery

Students made their first mode of expression by using 

art material and experimenting with scribbles. 

Scribbling is essential in the development of hand and 

finger control. 

K.G

To provide an opportunity to develop skills such as 

concentration, fine motor and coordination, correct 

finger grip, students traced their palm and added details 

to it to create a peacock. They added a ground line and 

added grass and flowers. It gave them an experience of 

creativity, color awareness and developed a sense of 

achievement.

Grade 1

Students learned to draw a caterpillar. The focus was 

on shape and repetition. They learned to use a circle 

stencil to draw the caterpillar and added few details 

around the caterpillar and color.

Grade 2

Students learned about the expressive possibilities of 

lines, shapes and patterns. Discussion on different types 

of lines they can think of. They used these ñElements of 

Artò in a pre-drawn image and used markers to 

complete it. Students had an understanding of the ways 

line, shape, and color are used to create art.

Grade 3

Studentslearnedabout the artistic style of Pointillism

technique. They usedthis techniquein creatingwith

precisiona beautifulscenery,beachscene.

Grade 4

Children learnt the technique'blow paint through a

straw'.Usingthetechnique,theycreatedcherryblossom

tree branches. Choice was given to create cherry

blossomseither by dipping their fingertips into the

paint anddotting themonto the branches,usecut outs

of flowers, usecrepepaperand roll them,usefine tip

gelpensto makeflowerslike cherryblossoms.

Grade 5

Students learned the art technique ñOne-point

perspective". Theycreateda fish aquariumby usingthe

technique.They were guided to draw one point

perspective,ceiling and floor that is based on the

vanishingpoint, horizon line and frontal planes. They

continued to draw sea creatures and colour with

different shadesof blue using color value to create

moredimensionwithin theirartwork.
