Grade 3- Students were shown the work of

inspiring op artists,and learnerswere attractedto

the bold patternsand rhythm createdthroughtheir

work. They learnt how to make Op Art, in an

abstract style of art based on creating optical

illusions. Learners used wiggly lines to create

patternsto form an optical illusion which plays

tricks with the eyes. They followed the instructions

to createa three-dimensionalform. Theydeveloped

artistic skills by blending two to more colours

successfullyto createtheiropticalillusion.

Grade 4- Learnersexploredthe work of American

artist Peter Thorpe who paints abstract space

pictures. They created artist-inspired Space Art

experimenting with different techniques and a

variety of media; collage, oil pastels, markers,

colour pencils etc. keeping emphasison colour,

shapeandfinal layoutof theircomposition.
